ames have been placed outside the doors of 
the new classrooms in the addition. I took 
informal polls of various groups during Bible 

study, Catechism class, and after church while 
drinking  coffee in the Narthex. I gave various lists of 
names to them and asked what people liked and 
what they thought would work well. We’ve settled 
on names of places that are spoken of in the Bible. 
Some of the names are easily recognizable and 
others are maybe a little bit more obscure. Hopefully 
all of them are easy to pronounce and say. 
Otherwise, they wouldn’t be very effective as room 
names go! I’d like to take some time and explain the 
room names. 
 First there is Jerusalem. This is the name for 
the large adult Bible Study room. Jerusalem is the 
holy city and the place where the Temple was built 
Jesus was crucified just outside the city walls of 
Jerusalem. It is also the place where Abraham nearly 
sacrificed his son, Isaac. Jerusalem was the place 
where all the Jews travelled to in order to celebrate 
the Passover and make all of their  sacrifices.  
 Next, there is Bethlehem.  This is the room 
with the tw o windows in the hallway and the 
Preschool class is currently using it. Bethlehem is the 
birthplace of Jesus. Joseph and Mary travelled there 
to be registered for the census and while they were 
there, Mary gave birth to Jesus. It was the City of 
David and in Hebrew means ‘House of Bread’. The 
city of Bethlehem remains to this day and is a highly 
travelled to place for tourists.  
 The room next to that is Galilee . This is a 
region that surrounds the Sea of Galilee. Cities in the 
area of Galilee are Cana, Nazareth, Capernaum, and 
Bethsaida. This is the main region where Jesus 
conducted his ministry. Jesus and his disciples often 
traveled across the Sea of Galilee and Jesus taught 
from a boat on this sea. The 1st and 2nd graders use 
this room. 
 The classroom closest to the Fellowship Hall 
is Patmos. This is most likely the room that people 
know the least about. Patmos is a small island in the 
Mediterranean Sea. It is near the coast of modern-
day Turkey; between Greece and Turkey. It is 
significant because John the Apostle was in exile on 
this island at the very end of his life and he wrote the 

Book of Revelation (Rev. 1:9) when he was on the 
island of Patmos.  
 If you move down the hall towards the gym, 
the first room on the right is Nazareth . This is where 
Joseph and Mary lived and raised Jesus. Jesus was 
known to many as ‘Jesus of Nazareth.’ Even on the 
inscription above the cross it reads ‘Jesus of 
Nazareth, King of the Jews.’ The 3rd-4th graders 
currently use this room. 
 The next room on the right is called Corinth . 
This is a city that is located in southern Greece, just 
to the west of Athens. We have two epistles (letters) 
from the apostle Paul to the people of Corinth (1 & 2 
Corinthians). It was an important city for the early 
Christians and one of the destinations of Paul’s 
missionary journeys. That said, it also was plagued 
by various false teachings that Paul pastorally 
addresses in his epistles. The 5th and 6th graders are 
using this room. 
 The last room on that side of the hall, just 
before you get to the gym is named Rome. Of course, 
Rome was the center of the Roman Empire. Paul, in 
the book of Acts, speaks of wanting to go to Rome for 
his trial and when he wrote to Roman Christians in 
the Book of Romans, he expressed a desire to visit 
them. Romans is a foundational book of the New 
Testament. This room is currently being used to 
store items from the Parish Hall that are waiting to 
get moved to their proper place in the new addition. 
 The only classroom on the left of this hallway 
is called Sinai. You pronounce this s-eye-n-eye. 
Mount Sinai is located in the Sinai Peninsula. It is 
where the Israelites wandered for 40 years during 
the Exodus. The mountain is where Moses received 
the 10 Commandments from God. This room is being 
used by the 7th and 8th graders for Catechism class 
and also the highschoolers for Sunday School. 
 As you walk through the hallways of the new 
addition, I would invite you to reflect on the ways 
that God blesses his people in various places. 
Throughout time, God has used places to bestow his 
grace. In this place, in the Sanctuary, in the 
classrooms, in the Fellowship Hall, God’s Word is 
being proclaimed and taught and the mercy of God is 
flowing upon his people.
